Search Operations

Pre-Class Objective:


Provide a document for participants to review specific elements of Search Operations to be practiced during class.  This document may be distributed by email and should allow participants to focus on practical application more heavily than equipment and procedure orientation during the 4-hour block.  Topics to be included in this document are:
· Search Team construction

· Review of Search Equipment

· Review of GPS basics

· Search Operation procedures

· Marking systems (building and victim)

· Basics of K9 operations / considerations
Class Objectives:
· Students will be aware of all equipment available during search operations.

· Students will use search equipment to detect, locate and/or identify targets during mock search operations.

· Students will understand all of the functions/assignments of the search team.

· Students will operate within a search group with an assigned task/function.
· Students will understand the purpose of the GPS unit for search operations and use it, where possible, for navigation and location marking.

· Students will demonstrate their understanding of building marking and victim marking systems.

· Students will work in conjunction with K9 / Handler Teams and discuss the uses and limitations of K9 operations.
· Students will demonstrate effective communication through the chain of command and Incident Command Structure.

· Students will work in conjunction with other operational teams to perform respective functions simultaneously.
